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THE WORKING TOOLS OF THE MASONIC GOLFER,  

they are the Driver, The Ball and the Watch.

THE DRIVER is the No.1 tool in the Masonic Golfer's armoury. The shaft 

terminating in a curiously wrought head which can easily reduce a sphere to a 

shapeless mass of rubber  and the mightiest fortunes in the ball making 

industry are indebted to its' aid.

THE BALL.  No round of golf can be completed without it,  and it is usually

depicted as a sphere of scorn,  beneath a field of hay or a flow of water.

THE WATCH.  Even the lowest handicapped golfer knows that the essence of a

perfect shot is timing, amply illustrated by the starter who says " You'll

go off when I say it's time."

        Our apprentice golfer is taught to place his left hand, palm upwards

beneath, and his right hand palm downwards upon this shaft,  therafter 

exerting a distinct pressure between the first and second knuckles of the

left hand by the overlapping pinkie of the right.

This then is the grip or token of our Royal & Ancient Master, Harold

Varden, who was a Prince & Ruler of the links and the RWM's great grandad.

        Selecting a spot on the tee, where the ground has not been recently 

disturbed, our golfer places his left foot firmly on the ground with the heel

of the right parallel to that of the left,  separated by half a cabletow.

        It is in this position and only in this position that he performs 

those gymnastic manoeuvres,  which he pathetically calls his swing, 

likewise known as the heave-over sign, when attempting to dispatch the ball 

towards the distant green, with no degree of accuracy, still less of 

precision, and always irregular as regards length.

        Every Masonic Golfer has, or ought to have two balls. This will enable

him to substitute for that which is lost, and which he hasn't a hope of ever

finding.  This tactic he applies without scruple but with dividends.

        Without scruple, knowing full well that if he can perform this 

heinous act, hidden from his opponent, the dividends will be paid in full 

later, so that profit as well as pleasure will be the result.

THE WATCH therefore is a constant reminder that the time cometh when he must

put away his working tools. Lock them away in a safe repository of his

boot (car trunk), drive post haste to the eternal 19th hole, and therein

divest himself of certain hard metallic substances, in exchange for a measure

of that well known elixir, so that his pleasure will be the end result.

        With the DRIVER then, our Masonic Golfer knows, that the work with 

this tool is mainly for show.

        With the BALL he knows that if the shots taken at each hole are but

three in number, he is sure to collect the dough.

        And from the WATCH I see that it is now time to go.
